Mr Sullivan said the government would 
have us believe speeding is the main 
cause of road accidents but secret Police 
statistics uncovered recently proved that 
speed was not the main cause.

Mr Sullivan said an effective road safety 
strategy should target the main causes 
of the road toll but the major parties liked 
speed cameras because they earned 
more than $40 million a year for the 
government’s coffers.
